MANIFESTO  FOR  CONGRESS  2011
The Tea Party is playing a significant role within our Nation today.  Indications are that this role will have a resounding impact on the November elections, 2010.  The Democratic Party will likely be soundly defeated with a large majority of their candidates ousted or defeated in their runs for Congress.  The elation of the Republican Party may well turn to glumness for a different concept has evolved stemming from the Tea Party and a vast number of Americans becoming fed-up with the corruptness within our Government.  That concept is to rid our Congress of ALL incumbents because corruption is a way they do business.  This is exemplified by the ouster of a long term Republican senator from Delaware.
If this concept matures with the ouster of most incumbents, it should represent a mandate to make significant changes to the way our Government business is conducted.  Patriotic citizens of this country are demanding an end to the corruptive practices of our Congress, the law-making body of our Government.  Abuse and skirting the intent of our Constitution is rampant with little enforcement of the breaking of our laws within our own Government.

Our own President is suing the state of Arizona for their attempts to enforce state laws patterned after our federal law of maintaining our borders.  This action of our President is illegal and the judges that honor the suit are violating federal law by accepting the suit.  Obama has taken similar action against a legendary sheriff for enforcing the laws that he is sworn to obey.  Our Congress should initiate impeachment action against Obama for violating Federal Law but their adopted methods of corruptive business seems to tie their hands or else they approve of the action.
There is an attempt to place Senator Reid's "Dream Act" bill as a rider on the Defense Budget bill.  This Dream Act is aimed to give citizenship to illegal aliens AND to provide college tuition to them.  How absurd a proposition to take tax dollars from legal citizens and give it to illegal aliens for college when many of our own citizens cannot afford tuition for their children.  Those that would receive this benefit are tickled pink;  wonder who they would vote for after becoming eligible?  

Back to the Tea Party.  Why are they being such an influence upon the American voter?  They take the stance of being non-partisan and are not formulating a political party.  They are recommending candidates that are best suited to truly represent the people rather than to perpetuate corruption.  As far as the Tea Party is concerned, both dominant political party incumbents practice corruption as a "way of doing business".
Once the new representatives take their congressional seats, what can be done to prevent the same old way of doing business with the back room deals, the paybacks, the pork, awarding raises, lavish retirement programs, and perks for themselves and acquiring huge amounts of wealth?  It is up to the citizens of this country to apply sufficient pressure to make changes that will insure that the corruption of many years will terminate.
What are some of the mandates that comprise the "2011 Manifesto".  It will require the modification of some amendments and one or more amendments to our Constitution that correct these ills.  Listed below are some of the mandates we should seek. 

 I would suggest that the Tea Party adopt these mandates and require each candidate to adhere to the implementation of them, if elected.  These mandates are proposed in the book "Ills Of America".
1. Abolish the Senate.  Having two senators per state does not fairly represent the population distribution and gives too much power to small population states.

2. Congress shall study the feasibility of returning the country to a Republic XE "Republic" \b \i  type of government whereby the country is run by a set of laws rather than a set of representatives.  Representatives will be prohibited from making new laws or changing laws unless it is necessary for the Nation's security or adjustment to changing times.
3. All legislation by Congress shall be subject to approval by popular vote XE "popular vote"  via the Electoral College with the exception of that affecting the security of the Nation.

4. Adding "pork XE "pork" \b \i " to any legislation shall be illegal.  All pork legislation shall be canceled.  

5. Abolish corruption XE "corruption" \b \i  within the Congress.  Bribery, coercion, blackmail, etc., by any representative shall be subject to mandatory dismissal.

6. All legislation initiated by the ACLU and other liberal elements XE "ACLU" \b \i  shall be rescinded unless it favors the majority of the people.

7. Foreign aid XE "Foreign aid"  to countries that do not support the United States' policies shall be cancelled. All foreign aid expenditures shall be approved by Electoral College vote XE "popular vote" . Foreign aid shall not be used as bribery.
8. Since Islam XE "Islam" \b \i  is not a religion, it should be delegated for what it is, a political movement to overthrow the United States and thereby made illegal to exist or to practice within this country.  Muslims XE "Muslims" \b \i  who refuse to renounce their allegiance to Islam shall be deported.

9. All illegal aliens XE "illegal immigrants" \b \i , as well as any offspring shall be deported.  Reentry of those that have legally worked within the country for two or more years will be given favorable consideration upon legal application for citizenship.

10. Congress shall NOT have the power to raise their salary, grant perks, take pleasure trips on taxpayer money, initiate their own medical program or retirement program without the approval of popular and/or Electoral College vote XE "popular vote" .  Present Congressional medical and retirement programs shall be cancelled.
      11.  Congress shall pass legislation that will prohibit special interest groups from influencing elections.
12.  Congress shall retain the 2008 welfare system but with tighter controls. Only legal citizens will be 
       eligible to participate in its benefits.
       13.  Establish the English language XE "language" \b \i  as the Nation's sole language.  Immigrants shall not be awarded 

              citizenship until they can communicate orally and in the written language.  Secondary languages shall
              be removed from all public edifices, communication devices and printed material. 

14. Special interest groups or minorities shall not be granted entitlements XE "entitlements"  nor retribution XE "retribution" \b \i  for previous
      grievousness by ancestors.

  15. Congress shall make no law which favors a minority XE "minority" \b \i  in any aspect over a majority of the people.
        This includes references to God XE "God" , which is the choice of the majority.

  16. It shall be mandatory for Congress to dismiss any representative convicted of a crime, tax evasion,
        corruption XE "corruption" \b \i , bribery, or coercion.

17. Congress shall establish a method of paying off the national debt XE "national debt" \b \i  within six years. 

18. Congressional spending shall not exceed the Nation's yearly income except in a national crisis.

19. Congress shall approve all candidates for presidentiall election, subject to final approval by the Electoral College.  Candidates shall not be permitted to run for an office until the candidate provides proof of: citizenship, allegiance to the United States, has promised no commitment to special interest XE "special interest"  groups, has not been convicted of a crime and is a proven patriot XE "proven patriot"  of the United States.

20. Any "stimulus XE "stimulus" \b \i  packages" shall be approved by popular vote XE "popular vote"  of the people prior to imbursement.
            21. Bills or legislation shall be written in proper English XE "proper English"  void of extensive cross-references so that the
                  average citizen is capable of reading and understanding it without the aid of a lawyer or interrupter.
      22. Congress shall formulate a plan and pass legislation to define   voter qualification XE "voter qualification" \b \i . Citizens are permitted to vote except those born in this country of parents who are not citizens.  Generally, citizens who make no contribution to the overall welfare of the United States will NOT be permitted to vote.  This includes those that are incarcerated, convicted of a felony, accused of treason, tax evaders, chronic welfare recipients able to work, non-citizens, and those involved in criminal activities, mobs, or gangs.  Also banned are citizens who campaign in foreign countries against the policies of the United States or contribute to unapproved foreign entities.
23. Congressional H.R 3200 Health Care Bill shall be scraped.  Congress shall take measures to amend the 2008 health care system that removes abuses, lowers premiums, eliminates pre-existing medical conditions, provides education for the elderly regarding advanced care planning XE "advanced care planning" , and removes illegal aliens and their offspring from medical coverage.

24.  Those born in the United States of illegal aliens shall be required to apply for the naturalization process XE "naturalization process"  before citizenship is awarded.

25.  Congress shall integrate the public citizens into our national security system by devising an educational program to advise the citizenry on proper terrorist detection and reporting methods.
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
